Federated Indians of the Graton Rancheria Donate $500,000
Special Enforcement Unit Continues Operation in FY 09/10
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ROHNERT PARK, CA – In continuation of the support begun in 2004, the Federated Indians of the Graton Rancheria (FIGR) recently agreed to donate $500,000 in the upcoming fiscal year to maintain operation of the Public Safety Department's Special Enforcement Unit or "SEU."
The SEU is a team of Officers and a Sergeant, removed from traditional patrol responsibilities and able to focus on specific community problems.  The FIGR has funded this team annually since it was established.

The FIGR have previously provided one year funding for other Department positions, such as the Records Supervisor and, provided seed money allowing establishment of the Department police dog program.

Support from the FIGR has contributed to Department of Public Safety efforts to “Make Rohnert Park the Safest City on the U.S. 101 Corridor” and, in 2008, the City of Rohnert Park saw the Part-1 crime rate fall to the lowest level in over thirty years.###END
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
